Tudor Clothes
Tudor clothing was lavish. Wealthy Tudors’ clothes would be
decorated with gold and jewels.
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Catherine of Anne Boleyn Jane Seymour  Anne of Catherine Katherine Parr
Middle class Tudors’ clothes were much plainer and poor Aragon (beheaded) (died) Cleves Howard (survived)
Tudors would wear simple, loose fitting cotton clothes. (divorced) (divorced) (beheaded)

Tudor Houses

Ordinary Tudor houses were made from a framework of wooden beams with
wattle and daub (sticks and twigs mixed with clay and dung) attached between
the frame. The wattle and daub was painted white leaving the beams exposed.

In poor Tudor houses, chimneys were just a hole in the roof to let out smoke.
Windows were made from animal’s horns or paper.

Wealthy Tudor houses were built from bricks in a symmetrical formation.
Chimneys were tall and ornate. Windows were a sign of wealth so rich Tudors
had as many windows as possible.
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
